The fundamental purpose of the RomaSam (We are Roma) initiative is to raise
awareness and inform both professionals and the general public about the

presence of Roma and Sinti in Slovenia, their culture, language, history,
contribution to the community and their position.

At the same time, it offers innovative approaches to help inform and educate i
everyone about the Roma community. As part of RomaSam, an informative
animated video is also being created, which shows Roma in various roles in
Slovenian society. We address all current topics of the community, as well as
those that are not (yet) talked about, such as LGBT activism within and for the
community, the role of the elderly, the state of Roma education, etc.

Romasam.eu is a product of the Romobilization project, which came to life under
the conceptual design of the Roma Academic Club and is financed by the
Embassy of the United States of America in Ljubljana.
